In geography this term Year 6 will be 

exploring Trade Links. The children will 

be focusing on the importance of 

trade, as well as recognising fair trade.  

MATHS  

In maths this half term the children will 

continue to practise the skills they need to 

become competent mathematicians. 

There will be an increased focus on 

reasoning and problem solving-style tasks 

to give them confidence as the end of key 

stage tests approach.

Outdoor PE sessions will see the children taking 

part in hockey coaching led by Personal Best.  

We will be using our indoor sessions to build our 

strength and stamina through circuit training.  

 

PSHE 

This half of the term the children will be focusing 

on Rights and Respect. They will be exploring 

issues such as bias, social media and 

democracy.  

COMPUTING 

The children will be using their time on the 

computers to practise some skills for their 

SATs. We’ll be using Purple Mash, Times 

Tables Rockstars and others. Remember 

that the children have logins to use these 

resources at home. They can ask for 

another copy if they have lost theirs.  

 

DT 
In DT, the children will be learning all about 

what effective packaging looks like when 

companies design their products. Children 

will be making their own vegetable soup and 

creating the packaging to contain it.  

 

RE 

The children will be discussing and 

exploring salvation and its important to 

Christians in the Easter Story.  

 

MUSIC 

Students will be exploring and 

identifying the characteristics of film 

music and will be able to create a 

composition and graphic score to 

perform alongside a film. 

ENGLISH 

With SATs approaching Year 6 will continue 

to develop, practise and apply their reading 

skills. They’ll be looking at a variety of rich 

texts with a focus on building their fluency, 

vocabulary and answering techniques.  

 

This term the children will be creating a 

variety of written works inspired by The 

Explorer by Katherine Rundell. We will be 

moving towards a more independent writing 

approach as we are now more than half way 

through year 6.  
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
