Online Safety - Pokemon GO 
 

Pokémon GO parental controls are managed through Niantic Kids or Pokémon Trainer Club accounts, allowing parents to restrict social 
features, manage friend lists, block sponsored content, and control data privacy for children under 13. Parents can review permissions 
via a dedicated portal, requiring verification for child accounts.  
 

Key Parental Control Features & Management 
Account Types: Children under 13 should use a Niantic Kids account, which allows parents to manage privacy settings. Alternatively, the 
Pokémon Trainer Club enables parent verification and control. 
Parent Portal: Through the Niantic Kids parent portal, you can approve permissions, manage data collection, and control access to 
features. 
In-Game Restrictions: Parents can toggle settings to: 

• Block social features and friend requests. 

• Disable sponsored content. 

• Enable popup warnings.
